For over fourteen years Matthew Twenty-Eight 
has provided financial support for the Mathieu 
Vingt-Huit Orphanage in Bohoc, Haiti. Located 
in the Central Plateau, this mission-orphanage 
cares for more than 40 orphans.   
 
Within this central region of the island  
nation,  we also operate a grist mill, fish farm, 
agriculture project, and multiple feeding  
centers.

These 
teams live among the Haitians on the  
orphanage premises, learn Creole songs, 
and even travel to a remote village where 
they assist in a clinic and pray with the  
residents.

The Matthew Twenty-Eight 
Housing Plan for Haiti 

As a result of the 
recent earth-
quake, many of 
our Haitian 
neighbors have 
lost everything 
they owned. To 
help them  
provide housing 

and comfort to their families, Matthew 
Twenty-Eight is buying a tract of arable land 
close to the orphanage. On this land, we plan 
to build 18 small 14’ X 14’ houses on a plot of 
land large enough to grow the food needed to 
feed a small family. The refugees would be  
required to provide the 
labor for building the 
house and we will  
supply the materials, 
including the use of a 
manual brick machine 
that we own. We will 
hire local masons and 
carpenters to help and 
oversee the work and all houses will be  
reinforced to help them sustain hurricanes and 
earthquakes. In return for the use of their new 
homes, the residents will donate a portion of 
their crops to help Matthew Twenty-Eight 
stock more feeding centers across the Central 
Plateau.  
 
Our housing plan is estimated to cost less than 
$50,000 and your checks can be sent directly to 
us or you can contribute on our website 
through PayPal. Please help us give hope and a 
new life to these Haitian families.
